
ASSETs Participants
· 453 9-12th grade students attended ASSETs activities.

· 124% increase from previous year’s attendance (202 in Y1 and 453 in Y2).
· 19% of all participants were regular attendees (30+ days).
· 304% increase in the number of regular attendee students from previous year (21 in Y1 and 85 in Y2).
· 55% were male; 45% female.
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ASSETs Program Activities
· 53% of all participants received academic tutoring and/or homework help.
· 69% of targeted subject areas focused on reading, while 53% was math and 52% was science.
· Over 280 students participated in career exploration, community service or youth leadership activities.
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Academic Progress
· 449 individual student records were collected to measure academic progress. Only a small sample had current 2010 CST scores for ELA (English/Language Arts) and Math (n=15 and n=29 respectively). This may due to the fact that over half of all participants were 12th grade students and not required to take CST exams.
· 9% of the 15 available student records scored in the Basic performance category and above for English/Language Arts (ELA) in 2010.

· 47% of the 29 available student records scored in the Basic performance category and above for Math in 2010.

· There was an increase in the percent of students who attended the program as regular attendees (30+ days), who scored Basic and above for both ELA and Math.
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· 58% of participants who took the CAHSEE in 2010 passed the ELA subject area. 
· 55% of participants who took the CAHSEE in 2010 passed the Math subject area. 

· 40% of those passing both subjects were 11th grade students.
